The issue which is allegedly delaying a truce is the
forcible repatriation of prisoners. The American Govern-
ment considers the forcible repatriation of prisoners to be

immoral.

But this country has shown no prior concern

for the Orientals in view of the fact that our immigration
laws allow few of the “inferior” peoples to immigrate

here. Besides never before

in all history have prisoners

been consulted on whether they want to return to their
“homeland” or not. .The United States Government is
using the issue as an excuse to perpetrate the inexcusable

holocaust.

Meanwhile fighting continues
for useless mountains such as
“triangle hill” and “sniper
ridge.” The “reds” have been
thrown back in their assault on
“sniper hill.” It is reported that
both sides have suffered heavy
losses.

While this ground fighting
was going on, allied bombers
raked Yangdok destroying 58
buildings, a fine accomplish-
ment.

Syngman Rhee, the aspiring
dictator of all Korea, has just
announced that the draft quota
for South Korea will increase
from 700 to 1,000 daily. This
should make the young lads

‘very happy indeed.

Millions of people have been

forced to.suffer because neither
the United States nor the Red
Chinese desire peace—and their
actions corroborate the fact. At
the present time, peace means
breadlines, reduced profits, un-
employment, and possible revo-
lution to the ruling powers of
these benighted states. The
kremlin, on the other hand,
realizes if peace were proclaim-
ed, it would be forced to grant
civil liberties and other reforms.
Stalin and his henchmen do not
wish to relinquish their power.
And so the slaughter-fest per-
petuates, resulting in the pre-
mature death of bright lads who
might have rendered some
worthwhile contributions to hu-
manity.

Thieves

The Bolivian Tin Companies,
which are controlled by Wall
Street, are fighting the national-
ization of the mines.

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COMMENT ON THE ELECTIONS

The election results offer us some good signs along with
some ominous ones. The people have expressed their
opposition to the status quo.

The Republican orators, throughout the campaign, have
not only condemned the Korean war but also universal
military training. It is apparent that the people felt—of
course wrongly—that the Grand Old Party would greatly
reduce militarism. The voters too were fed up with
graft and corruption. However, this periodical believes
that if the people stayed home, they would have dis-
played to the ruling powers that they would no longer
support its shams and hypocricies.

In addition, the election has proved that the uniens’
bosses are not able to dictate to their rank and file and
tor this we should be thankful. The CIO, AFL and even
United Mine Workers, which had not indorsed a candi-
date in years, enthusiastically supported Stevenson. They,
in fact, collected vasts sums of money for his campaign.
Yet, in the industrial areas, where Stevenson was sup-
posed to receive at least 75% of the votes, the candidates
ran neck and neck. ‘A good percentage of workingmen
voted Republican to protest the action of the piecards.
It is common knowledge, however, that the workers can-
not improve their miserable working and living condi-
tions through the ballot box.

One of the ominous signs of the election is Eisenhower’s
huge vote in the South. It ic a known fact that many
Southern politicians repudiated Stevenson because he
favors civil rights for Negroes and other minorities. Mr.
Byrnes and Mr. Shivers are—and their records prove be-
yond any doubt this statement—racists. It is shame and
a disgrace that people in these United States regard racial
minorifies as inferiors.

Possibly the most interesting aspect of the campaign
was the struggle between the encroaching Gevernment
bureaucracy and the private capitalists. Stevenson rep-
resented the former while Eisnehower espoused the lat-
ter's cause. For example, Steve favored Government
ownership of the tidelands oil while lke “thought” that
private companies should control them. But we do not
believe that the general will reduce the power of the
State once he is inaugurated. ‘

Even if “good men” were running for office, we would
not vote. On the contrary, we want to make it impossible
for men to rule other men. One of the steps in the right
direction would be for us to boycott the elections.

We can work for peace much more effectively if we
will take a personal stand against the war; that means
‘revolutionists should not work in war factories or do any
work calculated to augment the war effort. Once we
depend on ourselves, instead of upon politicians, we will
have taken a stand for peace.

Unionism - Pure and Simple

Many revolutionaries have
been debating whether the labor
organizations have helped or in-
jured the workihg man. It is my
contentions that unions, particu-
larly the jobite ones, have pre-
cipated considerable harm to the
revolutionary movement.

This statement, of course,
seems rather blatant. Thus it is
necessary for us to examine it
thoroughly. The very existence
of a coilective bargaining agen-
cy presupposes a boss-worker
reiationship which is the basis of
capitalism. Revolutionaries, on
the other hand, advocate — or
should advocate — the elimina:
tion of class distinctions. So a
revolutionary philosophy and
pure and simple trade unionism
are utterly incompatible.

Some radicals, however, will
say that our statements are
mere theory. They will demand
that we examine the practices of
the unions for the purpose of de-
termining if they have hindered
or aided people who are fercec
to work foraliving. This we
shall do. The unions claim that
they have acquired a high
standard of living for the bulk
of the workers through wage in-
creases. Such a statement is an
outright lie. For example when
the city of New York granted the
transport workers o wage in-
crease, the transportation /fare
was doubled. As a result of this,
95% of the working class of the
number one cesspool in the
World was made to suffer, while
the other 5% enriched them-
selves only slightly. Likewise,
when the Chicago milk-drivers
were given a small wage in-
crease, the price of milk went
up. So working class parents
were compelled to pay more for
milk than they could possibly
afford. We, personally, know a
few families that‘were forced to
deprive their children of milk.
Are such practices helpful to the
average working man?

And the policies of the unions
have divided the workers. Most
of the unions today are or-
ganized by crafts. The so-called
more skilled crafts obtain much
more pay and look condescend-
ingly upon their “less skilled”
brethren. The Plumbers and
Bricklayers, for instance, often
make insulting remarks about
the plain laborers who work
harder and longer than they do.
As a. matter of record, there is
not a union today which does
not have a craft structure.

Perhaps the most despicable
aspect of the unions today is
their role in the present war.
Murrary procured the Steelwork-
ers a subsantial pay increase re-

Typical Unionism

A strike of Flight Engineers,
AFL, has forced the United
Airlines to cancel three-
fourths of its flights. The com-
pany stated that it offered
the union up to $8,000 an-
nually . for domestic flights
and up to $9,900 for the Hon-
olulu stratocruiser run. The
engineers were also offerd a
raise in starting pay from
$5,000 to $5,500 according to
company spokesmen.

But the company refused to
grant a union demand for
52% of the salary paid flight
captains. [t calls the demand
“excessive”.

sulting in making war produc-
tion more lucrative for the work-
ers. Because of this situation,
workers will be producing Stee
for tanks and other war weap-
ons more efficiently. These
weapons, in turn, will be used
to kill other workers. The CIO
or the AFL would never contem-
plate striking against firms pro-
ducing the article of destruction.
It would be out of character foi
them to do so. Reuther has even
gone as far as to demand more
"defense” producton so that he
would not lose more dues pay-
ers. How can a revolutionary
support such unions?

We, unlike other superficial
thinkers, do not blame the
piecards for this dismal state of
affairs. The- workers, unfortu-
nately place “their” officials in
authoritarian positions to escape
responsibility themselves. The
piecard naturally abuses the
power given him but so long as
he is able to win a slight rise in
pay for his workers, his position
is secure. It is not a question of
electing good or bad leaders,
but of eliminating the leadership
complex. *

Than what should a revolu-
tionary worker do? We believe
that if it is at all possible he
should refuse to join the unions
Some will call us saboteurs. We
plead guilty to this charge. We
desire to sabotoge organizations
which support political action.
which uphold the status quo and

HAYMARKET
ANNIVERSARY

This week commemorates the
sixth-sixth anniversary _of the
legal lynching of the Haymarket
Martyrs. They. were murdered
because they believed that
workers should receive the full
product of their toil, that wars
are inhuman, that Governments
are oppresive, and that indi-
vidual liberty should prevail.
They expressed these ideals with
convincing fervor and they
spoke the language of the plain
people.

During this era, the capitalist
class was treating the workers
with great butality. Not only
had soldiers shot striking rail-
road workers, but the capitalists
had refused to grant the work-
rs an eight hour day. Fortunate-

So Parson Spies Lingg, Fielden,
Schwab, Fisher and Engle called
a mass meeting to demand the
eight hour day, among other
things. The meeting was pro-
gressing in such an orderly fash-
ion that when the Mayor in-
spected it, he declared that
nothing is likely to happen
which would require interfer-
ence.

But the police came to. dis-
perse the crowd 15 minutes
after the Mayor visited the
gathering. Fielden was finishing
the last speech of the evening
when suddenly a bomb explod-
ed. The police, as to be expect-
ed, blamed the workers and be-
gan using violence against
them. The workers fought back
but were easily defeated. About
150 workers were either mur-
dered or incapacitated.

On the ensuing day the edi-
torial writers demanded the
blood revenged. They erroneous-
ly stated that the anarchists
were ready to seize Chicago.
And the press called upon the
"proper authorities” to extricate
Anarchism, socialism, and com-
munism from the fair State of
Illinois.

Therefore, a Grand Jury
composed of respectable busi-
nessmen indicted the anarchist
spokesmen. The ruling class was
able to convict these innocents—
and it is a matter of record that
they were innocent—after creat-
ing a hysterical atmosphere.

Despite the efforts of radicals,
liberals and enlightened con-
servatives to save them, the An-
archists were hanged. But they
died without quailing or appeal-
ing tothe Government. Spies, in
fact, expressed these thoughts
before he was sent to the gal-
lows, “there will come a time
when our silence will be more
powerful than words".

When we fight for peace to-
day, let us remember the Hay-
market Martyrs and their su-
preme sacrifice for the better-

ment of mankind.

MUSICAL NOTES
by Michael Edwards

A revolution has taken place
in music.

The widespread use of the
long playing technique of record
production has been responsible
for many changes. Little known
works — especially early and
pre-Bach music — is now avail-
able in increasing variety. Some
of the more esoteric of these
have been put out by small
companies, some of which have
not had too long a life. But they
have been put out. You can find
Orlando or Josquin de Pres in
almost any record shop.

Technically, the lp’s are su-
perior to the old 78’s. The 45
rpm is probably the best in
terms of fidelity of reproduction,
but in a no-holds-barred capital-
ist fight it lost out to the 33s —
probably because an entire sym-
phony can be recorded on a
single 33. Another improvement
is the non-breakability of the
new form, and the savings in
space which are extremely im-
portant where shipping is in-
volved.

In at least one case, the Ip
makers refused to transfer an
old 78 to the new speed because
they were not satisfied with the
reproduction: Madeline Grey’s
maghnificent Songs of the Au-
vergne in the Canteloube ar-
rangement. When they did give
in to popular demand, a warn-
ing was issued on the album
cover stating that it was not up
to Ip standards. As a result of
this increased variety and bet-
terment in technique, some mag-
nificent records have been
made. One of these — Ernest
Ansermet’s Petrouchka, done
with the L'Orchestre de la
Suisse Romande — is probably
among the very finest records
in existence, both technically
and aesthetically. :

This is not to say that all is
beer and skittles. Serious music
is still the province of a fairly
small coterie, and the improve-
ments of technique and variety
must be made far more social
than they are now. Yet the
superiority of the lp over the
78 in every department has
made a real revolution possi-
ble: one in which the musical
heritage of man can be trans-
mitted ‘to a mass audience at
low cost.
