Dr. William A. Brandenburg,
71, president of the College since
1913 and widely known educator,
died at 1:46 o’clock Tuesday
morning in St. Mary’s hospital
in St. Louis after having been
eritically ill for several days.

Striken with complications
while recovering from an attack
of collitis at the home of his
daughter, Mrs. H. K. Leedham,
in Webster Grove, St. Louis su-
burb, he was taken to the hospit-
al where he died Tuesday morn-
ing. The relapse, due to influensa
and kidney trouble, came last
Thursday. Dr. Brandenburg went

for treatment.

Born Oct. 10, 1869, in Volgs,
Ia., Dr. Brandenburg was gradu-
ated from Drake University and
later taught at Capital Park in
Des Moines, and was superin-
tendent of schools at Mason City,
Ia.. and Oklshoma City. He
came to the College as president
in March, 1913. He held an hon-
orary L.I.D. degree from Mam-
mouth, Ill., College,

Dr. Brandenburg was president
of tbe American Association of
the Teachers Colleges and had
held many other high positions
in the educational world.

Prominent in civie affairs and
Masonry, he was president of the
Pitteburg Chamber of Commerce
in 1927, director of the board for
