Company at a London Theatre. The locale in which the play takes place is that very the-
atre. In order to retain the spirit and meaning of this satire on theatre performances we
have set our production here in Carney Hall Theatre and made the time contemporary.
Since the play-within-a-play is entitled The London Merchant we have retained the im-
plication that the actors are English, rather than American, and when Ralph joins them
he adopts the view point that he too speaks within the play as if he were from England.
The only portion of the play which has been cut is a short scene wherein Ralph is elect-
ed “Lord of the May” which has no comprehensible modern or American counterpart.
