It was clearly "The Golden Age" but for vastly
different reasons.

From the moment President Polk declared "gold
in them thar hills" men and women of all classes
would give up their homes, families and fortune and
head west.

Surely, then, in some long forgotten history
book is the tale of a band of rag-tag actors
heading west, doing what they do best --performing
the "classics" in the mining camps en route to
San Francisco and their ultimate fortune/failure.
Such is the tale you will see this evening.

Aristophanes speaks to these "Argonauts" as
they will be called, just as clearly as he did to
the Athenians -- individuals with their "heads in
the clouds."
