The Pittsburg State University Gorilla football team today meets the Emporia State Hornets in Branden-
burg Stadium as both teams close out their 1984 schedules.

The contest will make or break a winning season for PSU which has 3-3 CSIC and 4-4 overall record
after last weekend’s Homecoming 42-34 loss to Missouri Western.

The Hornets are hoping to improve their 3-6 overall and 2-4 conference marks after coming off a 17-7
victory Saturday against Fort Hays State.

Emporia will be lead offensively by freshman quarterback Preston Pearson. Saturday Pearson was 12 of
19 for 169 yards and two touchdowns. The three and 11 yard receptions were to slot back Chris Kelly. Kelly
finished the day with three receptions for 50 yards.

David Tryon is the Hornets leading rusher. Saturday he had 72 yards in 17 attempts, and he caught 4
passes for 93 yards.

The Hornet defense, which intercepted the Fort Hays quarterback four times Saturday, is lead by defen-
sive back Jim Holm. Holm had one interception Saturday bringing his conference-leading total to eight
with 128 return yards.

Saturday’s Homecoming loss against Missouri Western was particulary disappointing for the PSU
players and coaches after having defeated league-leading Kearney State at Kearney the week before.

“Unfortunately, we beat ourselves Saturday,’’ Interim Head Coach Mike Mayerske said. *‘It’s tough to
stay in an offensive game when you lose three fumbles and two interceptions.”

Despite the finial score Saturday the Gorilla offense was impressive, compiling a season-high 489 total
yards. Senior running back Willie Brown gained 202 yards on 24 carries and scored 2 touchdowns as the
Gorillas also set a season-high with 34 total points.

The CSIC was formed in 1976-77 after the break-up of the Great Plains Athletic Con-
ference. Ft. Hays, Pittsburg, Emporia, Washburn, and Kearney were members of the
GPAC. Wayne State, Missouri Western, and Missburi‘Southem were added to form the
new conference. All members have a national affiliation with the NAIA.

In the eight years of its existence the CSIC has proven to be one of the strongest
athletic conferences within the NAIA structure. During the 1983-84 school year several
athletic teams from CSIC schools ranked among the top twenty in NAIA competition.
This included a first place national finish by the Fort Hays State men’s basketball squad
and a fourteenth place finish by Pittsburg State in men’s outdoor track. The 1984 school
year promises to be another outstanding year for conference schools at the national level.

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Willie Brow Ivan Veselic Monte Weathers

The Pittsburg State University coaching staff has named senior tailback Willie Brown, senior defensive
lineman Ivan Veselic, and freshman special teams member Monte Weathers, as ‘“‘Players of the Week”’ in
the Gorillas 42-34 loss to Missouri Western Saturday afternoon.

Brown, a 6’1", 205 lbs, veteran from Beggs, OK, is the ‘“Gorilla Offensive Player of the Week.”” He
gained a season high 202 yards rushing on 24 carries Saturday, to give him 918 yards on 157 carries for the
season. His per game average of 114.75 currently ranks him 6th in the nation in rushing. He also scored
two touchdowns, bringing his season total to eight.

““Willie is one of best running backs in the league and in NAIA Division I. He had an outstanding game
against one of the conference’s best rushing defenses. It was great to see him have such a good individual
performance,’”” PSU Interim Head Coach Mike Mayerske said.

Veselic, 57107, 248 lbs, middle guard from Kansas City, KS, is the Gorilla ‘“‘Defensive Player of the
Week.”” He was credited with four unassisted and three assisted tackles.

Coach Mayerske said, ‘‘Ivan was our most consistent player throughout the game. He did a super job
holding the middle of the line, forcing Western into a more passing-oriented game plan.”

Monte Weathers, a 5’8", 157 Ibs, freshman running back from Riverton, KS, was the “‘Gorilla Specialty
Teams Player of the Week,”” Mayerske said.

‘‘He has exceptional abilities as a freshman. The University is looking forward to his outstanding play in
the years ahead.”

““Monte excites the crowd every time he touches the ball,”” Mayerske said. Weathers returned five punts
for 65 yards and three kickoffs for 38 yards. He also carried the ball twice for 17 yards. For the season,
Weathers has returned 21 kickoffs for 442 yards and a 21 yard average. He has 12 punt returns for 135
total yards and a 11.3 yard average, ranking him sixth in the nation.
